The Judge's marked programme clearly shows heat 9 as a 5-1 to Wembley and the result as 67-28.
However, below heat 9 the Judge has drawn a double ended arrow pointing to the word blue written
in the results panel and the following comment saying 'result of race was wrong' and countersigned
the comment. It does not indicate the 'correct score' for the race, the date the comment was added
nor carry any amendments to his programme. The Judge's programme shows the result of heat 9 as
a 5-1 Wembley and the final score as 67-28. The result in the programme for the following week at
Wembley shows the result for 13.10.1932 as Wembley 66 Belle Vue 29.

It must therefore be concluded that the correct result for heat 9 was a 4-2 to Wembley and the final
score was Wembley 66 Belle Vue 29.
